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Policy for the Closure of Schools, Colleges or Training Providers at Short Notice 

(inc. extreme weather conditions and sickness)

Please note:

Schools are responsible for ensuring that Bromley 14-19 is kept informed of changes to contact details for the Flexible Learning Coordinator at the school. 

Schools are responsible for maintaining accurate contact details for their students who take part in flexible learning provisions.  
Schools should advise students in advance that they should consult the Bromley 14-19 Website www.bromley14-19.org.uk for information on which Colleges and Training Providers are open in the event of adverse weather conditions or other unforeseen circumstances such as swine flu.
If the school is closed: 

Schools must advise their students in advance that if the school is closed due to adverse weather conditions or other unforeseen circumstances, the students should not go to their college placements because there will be no member of staff at the school to deal with any concerns that the students, parents or College / Training Provider may have. 

If the school is open: 

The Programme Leader for Flexible Learning from Bromley 14-19 will contact the College or Training Provider as early as possible for a decision on whether their course(s) will run.  

This information will be communicated by e-mail to the Flexible Learning Coordinators at the schools to the e-mail address held on record by Bromley 14-19.  If schools would prefer this information to be communicated using an alternative method, requests must be given in writing to Bromley 14-19 to this effect. 

Bromley 14-19 will post information relating to which Colleges and Providers are open on the website: www.bromley14-19.org.uk  and the Colleges and Training Providers will also post this information onto their own websites.  

If the course will be running:  The Flexible Learning Coordinator from the school should contact their students and advise them that they should make their way to their course if possible.   
If the course will not be running: Schools must make the decision whether the students should remain at home for the day or whether the students should attend school.  This decision must be communicated to the students as early as practically possible.
