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Procedure for Students with SEN  

Partnership Agreement details (page 1) that: 

· Schools must ensure that the provider and Bromley 14-19 are informed of the special needs requirements of the students (including behaviour management strategies and individual education plans) 

· Provide where appropriate Learning Support Assistants to work with students who are on the School’s Special Educational Needs Register 

Procedure Agreed at FLAG on 20th September 2005: 

If a class contains more than ten students and three or more of these are on the School Action Plus Register and / or have a Statement, then a Learning Support Assistant will be provided for the whole day. 

The needs of students who have a Statement will be considered individually, with in some cases, schools being asked to provide all day support for the individual.  

Funding:

Funding for SEN will need to be built into the pricing for the course or recuperated from schools.   

Schools will not be charged according to the number of students that they have on each course who may require additional support.  The overall cost of the OptionsXtra Programme is always divided equally between the schools.
